Separate and sealed 2 envelopes, one with the clear notification "The Technical Part of the Proposal" And other " The Financial Part of the Proposal" shall be submitted. The envelopes must contain the name, address, telephone number, fax number and e-mail address of the bidder and his representative or contact person.

The last date of submitting proposal will be 45th day from the first day of the publication of this notice. The delayed proposals will not be accepted. The technical proposal will be opened in the presence of representatives of the bidder at 2:00 p.m. on the day immediately after the last date of submission.
